Tuesday, September 6, 2022: Excursion to the Börzsöny Mountains 

     A heritage steam locomotive journey from Budapest to Vác, 

 where we wreath the plaque of the first Hungarian railway 

 line. Continue our journey to Szob to the gate of Börzsöny. 

 From here, on a 760 mm narrow-gauge railway, a trip to the 

 top of Börzsöny to Nagyirtáspuszta and then a transfer to 

 Nagybörzsöny, where we have lunch. From here we travel by 

 bus to Kemence, where we visit the Forest Railway Museum 

 which has a 600 mm gauge and take a trip to Feketevölgy and 

 back. Return to Szob by bus and then to Budapest with the 

     heritage train. 



 

Wednesday, September 7, 2022: Excursion to Szolnok 

 Traveling to Szolnok via Cegléd by regular train service. We 

will visit  the Szolnok vehicle repair shop, Hungary's largest 

railway  repair plant. From here we go to the Szolnok Aviation 

 Museum, where we have lunch and watch a 4D cinema 

 performance. Afterwards, return to Budapest via Újszász by 

 regular train service. 

 

Thursday, September 8, 2022: Excursion to Szeged and Szentes 

 Travel to Szeged by regular train service. Travel from Szeged 

station  to Szeged Rókus station by heritage tram and then visit 

the  depot of Szeged Transport Company. After lunch a ride 

with  Hungary’s first TramTrain from Szeged to 

Hódmezővásárhely.  From here we travel to Szentes where 

we visit the Collection  of Railway Relics. Then travel by bus to 

Kiskunfélegyháza,       from where you can travel back to 

Budapest by regular train      service. 

 

Friday, September 9, 2022:  Excursion to Budapest 

 In the morning we visit the Hungarian Railway Museum, 

 where the largest railway collection in Hungary is located. 

 Here we visit a museum and ride the garden railway. After 

 lunch we will visit the Millennium Underground Museum at 

 Deák Square, which is the first underground railway in Europe. 

 

 Closing dinner in the evening at the Hotel Benczúr.

Hotel: 
 

The congress will be held at Hotel Benczúr. This property can be requested on the attached 

booking form. The hotel is located in the 6th district of Budapest, close to the main train stations 

and with good connections to Liszt Ferenc International Airport. 

The hotel offer two comfort rooms (see A and B on the Hotel Booking Sheet). 

The A (Economy) Room is not air-conditioned, the bathroom has a bathtub. 

The B (Superior) Room is air-conditioned and comes with an in-room safe and a bathroom with a 

shower. 

The room is booked with the code word "MOROP 2022" directly on the booking form at the hotel. 
 

The deadline for registration is July 31, 2022. 

 

In the case of alternative accommodation, each participant must request accommodation 

individually. 

The organizers are not responsible for hotel reservations. Participants make their reservations and 

payments directly with the hotel concerned. 

 

Meal: 
 

For the participants, meals will be served at the restaurant for lunch on two days of the meeting 

(Sunday and Monday). 

On excursions, lunch must be requested on the application form, which is available on all 

excursions. 

Dinner is optional, Budapest offers many excellent dining options. 

 

Trips: 
 

Excursions start from the hotel and end at a train station or venue in Budapest. 

 

Equipment: 
 

Good, sturdy shoes are recommended for the trip. 

Photographers are advised to wear a visibility vest. 

We ask for a well-groomed outfit for formal occasions. 

 

Budapest pass: 
 

This pass is required for travel in Budapest during the congress for participants under the age of 

65. 

This pass is required for transfer between the hotel and the excursions’ starting points and is 

required for the programs in Budapest as well. 



You must enter your travel document (ID card or passport) number on the application form to 

purchase the pass. Your travel document may be with you, when you use the services in Budapest. 

If you do not purchase this weekly pass, you will need to purchase tickets individually for your trip 

in Budapest. 

 

Parking by car in Budapest: 
 

In Budapest you have to pay for car parking in general. 

The hotel provides parking for 13 euros per day (24 hours) per car. 

If you want to order a parking lot, must tick it on the hotel booking form.
